These Divrei Torah ideas for Pride by Rabbi Alex Braver will help you craft a
sermon that frames the parashah of the week from an LGBTQ+ perspective. 

KICK OFF A COMMUNITY PROCESS FOR INTENTIONALLY WELCOMING LGBTQ+
FOLKS IN YOUR COMMUNITY

PRIDE LIBERATION SEDER
Consider hosting your own Liberation Seder that highlights the achievements
and hopes of  Queer people. Here is one example.

ADD LGBTQ+ THEMED READINGS AND POEMS
Try adding one or more of these prayers and reflections written by queer folks
and allies to your services during Pride month (and beyond!)

GET LGBTQ+ PEOPLE INVOLVED
Invite LGBTQ+ people within your community to give drashot, kavannot, or lead
teachings, or bring a queer Conservative/Masorti rabbi or cantor for a Pride
Shabbaton.

Language is important! Hebrew is gendered, and historically we have called
everyone up to the Bimah in a very gendered way. Our movement now also
includes endorses a gender neutral way of calling individuals up to the Torah
for those who may prefer it.
